3.5. Samples:

a) If samples of the offered product are required, they must be individually identified, indicating the
selection procedure to which they correspond, on a label duly dated, signed and sealed by the
offeror, located in a visible part.

b) If a standard sample exists, it will suffice for the bidder to state in their proposal that it
The offer is in accordance with the same.

c) Samples submitted by unsuccessful bidders, and which did not require destructive testing, will be
collected by their owners within two (2) months of the conclusion of the bidding process. After
this period, the samples will become the property of CMSAU, free of charge. d) Samples of awarded
items will remain in CMSAU's possession for verification purposes, unless their characteristics
prevent their retention.

Once the contract is fulfilled, the samples will be returned as stipulated in the preceding paragraph.

4.6. Guarantees: 6.1
Offer maintenance guarantee.

When required in the Special Conditions. it must be constituted for an amount no less than 5% (five percent)
of the total quoted amount, including VAT, and must be included with the proposal. In the case of quoting
with alternatives, the guarantee will be
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It will be calculated based on the highest proposed value. The guarantee must remain
fully valid for the entire duration of the proposal.
Failure to submit it will result in the rejection of the offer.

6.2 Award Guarantee.

The successful bidder must, within 10 (ten) days following the completion of the
contract, provide a guarantee for an amount of 15% (fifteen percent) of the total amount
awarded, which must cover the period from the date of issuance of the Purchase Order
until the final receipt and all of the successful bidder's obligations.

6.3 Guarantee of Appeal against the evaluation opinion of the offers or the award.

To exercise the right to appeal, bidders must submit a guarantee of 5% (five percent) of
the bid amount for the item(s) in whose favor the contract award was recommended, or
a fixed amount established in the Terms and Conditions, if applicable. This guarantee
cannot be constituted with a promissory note.

6.4 Forms of guarantees
Guarantees may be constituted in the following forms or combinations thereof:

a) By deposit or bank transfer made to the account indicated by CMSAU, or other means
established by it, always with express indication of the charge to the contract in question.

b) With promissory notes payable on demand, signed by those who have the use of the
company's signature or act with sufficient powers, provided that the guarantee does not
exceed $1,500,000 (One million five hundred thousand pesos), payable in the Autonomous City of Buen
If a demand note is submitted as a bid security, the original must be presented in a
sealed envelope prior to the bid opening. It must also be uploaded to the ARIBA system
or the current system. Failure to do so will result in the bid being rejected.

c) By means of a guarantee or other bank guarantee to the satisfaction of CMSAU, the
guarantor becoming a joint and several debtor, plain and simple and principal payer

with waiver of the benefits of division and excussion in the terms of articles 1584 and
1589 of the Civil and Commercial Code of the Nation, as well as the benefit of prior judicial interpell:

If a bank guarantee or other security is submitted as a bid security, it must be presented
in its original form in a sealed envelope prior to the bid opening. It must also be
uploaded to the ARIBA system or the current system. Otherwise, the bid will be rejected.

The choice of the form of guarantee is, in principle, at the option of the bidder or

6.3, and if nothing is stated in the Terms and Conditions, Purchase Order and/or

All guarantees must cover the deadlines stipulated in the Terms and Conditions, guaranteeing full
compliance with the obligations undertaken, and must be established independently for each contract.

The guarantees provided may be replaced by others of equal magnitude, at the request of the bidder or
awardee, subject to prior approval by the SECM.

CMSAU will not pay interest on escrow deposits.

d) Through surety bonds issued by insurance companies authorized by the National Superintendency of
Insurance, issued in favor of CMSAU. These bonds will be unconditional, irrevocable, and renewable.

If the insurance policy is not digital and is submitted as a bid security, the original policy must be presented
in a sealed envelope before the bid opening. It must also be uploaded to the ARIBA system or the current
system. Otherwise, the bid will be rejected.

e) Any other guarantee that CMSAU considers satisfactory.

The choice of the form of guarantee, in principle, is at the option of the bidder or awardee, with the exception
of what is established in article 19 subsections d) and e) and if nothing is expressed in the Terms and
Conditions, Purchase Order and/or Contract, as appropriate, regarding the presentation of any type of
guarantee in particular.

All guarantees must cover the deadlines stipulated in the Terms and Conditions, guaranteeing full
compliance with the obligations undertaken, and must be established independently for each contract.

The guarantees provided may be replaced by others of equal magnitude, at the request of the bidder or
awardee, subject to prior approval by the CMSAU.
CMSAU will not pay interest on escrow deposits.

2-7. Receipt and Opening of Bids: The opening

of bids will be carried out through ARIBA, or the system currently in use, on the date and time determined
for the event, in the presence of the CMSAU officials designated for this purpose. The corresponding bid
opening report will be generated electronically and automatically.

If the day scheduled for the opening of bids falls on a non-business day, the opening will take place on the
next business day at the same time. No bid submitted on time may be rejected at the opening. Bids that are

flagged for review will be added to the file.

2.8. Non-remediable grounds for dismissal:

The offer will be declared rejected, in whole or in part, in the following cases:
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a) When the economic offer is not signed on any page.

b) When the required guarantee is not submitted or when the guarantee submitted does not cover at least 75%
(seventy-five percent) of the required amount. When the guarantee is not electronic, the original of the

guarantee specified in the offer must be submitted in a sealed envelope to the Purchasing Department prior to
the opening of the offers.

Otherwise, the offer will be rejected.

c) When the samples requested in the documentation governing the selection procedure are not presented.
d) When it is formulated by persons disqualified or suspended from contracting with the CMSAU.

e) When proposals deviate from the documentation governing the selection procedure, except for those
containing formal defects that do not constitute impediments to their acceptance, such as obvious errors in
calculations, lack of totalization of proposals, error in the specifications of the amount of the guarantee or
other aspects that do not prevent their complete, comprehensive and equitable comparison with the other
offers.

f) When it is illegible, has scratches, amendments or interlineations in the price, quantity, delivery time or any
other part that makes up the essence of the contract, and they are not properly initialed.

g) When the offers contain any type of condition that affects their validity or validity.

2.9. Quotation Errors:

If the total quoted for each line does not correspond to the unit price, the latter will be taken as the quoted
price.

Any other error in the quoted amount, whether reported by the bidder or detected by the CMSAU, may result
in the rejection of the bid in the relevant line items. The competent authority will assess whether the bid
security should be forfeited, in the corresponding proportion.

2.10. Unreasonable or unserious

price: The offer will be rejected when the technical evaluation reports show that it cannot be properly fulfilled
because the prices are excessively low according to objective criteria arising from market prices and the
evaluation of the offeror's economic capacity.

211. Tiebreaker of bids:
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In the event of a tie in the order of merit of the bids, the rules on preferences established by current
regulations will be applied first. If the tie persists, the respective bidders will be formally notified and asked
to submit an improved bid, using the same method by which the bid was submitted and within a specified
timeframe.

These proposals will be opened in accordance with the provisions of this Regulation.
Silence on the part of the bidder invited to improve will be considered as maintaining their offer.

Should the tie persist, a public drawing of the tied bids will be held. For this purpose, the date, time, and
place of the public drawing must be set and the bidders called upon to break the tie must be notified by
reliable means. The drawing will be conducted in the presence of the interested parties, if they attend, and

the corresponding minutes will be drawn up.

40-12. Bid Improvements:
SECM reserves the right to request improved prices from all bidders. When the difference between the lowest
bid and the rest is 3% (three percent), such a request will be mandatory.

When the delivery time proposed by the bidder who is first in order of merit does not cover the date of need
for the required input and/or service, CMSAU reserves the right to request an improvement of deadlines.

The new offers that are subsequently submitted will be opened at the place, day and time established in the
request, and the respective minutes will be drawn up with the pertinent requirements.

2.13. Queries:

Requests for clarification or requests for extension will be accepted: a) In Public
and Abbreviated Tenders, up to 4 (four) days before the opening of bids.

b) In Direct Contracting, Price Competitions and Price Bidding, up to 1 (one) day before the opening or
receipt of offers.

Inquiries may be submitted in writing through ARIBA or the current system. Until the migration of procedures
to the ARIBA system is complete, inquiries submitted by email will be incorporated into ARIBA.

The answers to the queries must be published and communicated by circular to all those invited and
interested in participating, considering these as an integral part of the Tender Document, within the following
minimum timeframes: a) In Public and Abbreviated

Tenders and in Price Competitions, with a minimum advance notice of 2 (two) days before the opening of
bids.

b) In Direct Contracting and Price Comparison, with a minimum advance notice of 1 (one) day before the
opening or receipt of offers.
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Without prejudice to the established deadline, CMSAU reserves the right to issue
clarifications or extensions when the particularities of the case so warrant.

12:14_View of the file:

Access to the tender file may be requested at any time during the procedure, except during
the bid evaluation stage, which runs from the second day after the bid opening until the
pre-award decision. Access to the file will in no case result in the suspension of the
procedures or delays in the tendering process.

3.15. CMSAU Faculties

a) CMSAU reserves the right to request additional documentation and/or samples
that you deem appropriate.

b) CMSAU reserves the right to request improved conditions, prices and deadlines, then
after the opening of the envelopes.

c¢) CMSAU may terminate the contracting procedure at any time prior to the completion of
the contract, without any reimbursement of expenses or compensation to the interested
parties or bidders.

d) CMSAU will verify if the bidder is included in the Public Registry of Employers with Labor Sanctions
(REPSAL), reserving the right to proceed with the award to the person who is covered by the provisions of
Article 13 of Law No. 26,940 when duly justified reasons of public interest so determine.

3.16. Appeals.

Unless otherwise stated in the Special Conditions, appeals must be filed within three (3)
days of notification, if applicable, of the evaluation report or the award. If a hearing has
been requested within that period, the three (3) days will be counted from the date of the
hearing. Under no circumstances will additional extensions to this period be granted.

The appeal must be accompanied by the corresponding guarantee. Filing the appeal does
not suspend the deadlines for fulfilling the awarded purchase order.

3:17_Award criteria: The award

must be made in favor of the most convenient offer for the SECM, taking into account the
price, quality, suitability of the offeror and other conditions of the offer, in accordance with
the evaluation criteria and parameters provided for in the documentation that governed
the selection procedure.

When it comes to the purchase of a good or the contracting of a standardized service or
one of common use whose technical characteristics can be unequivocally specified and
identified, the most convenient offer will, in principle, be understood to be the one with the
lowest price.
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The award may be made for all items or for some of them, as established in the Terms and Conditions.

The award will be decided with a reasoned decision by the competent authority and will be duly notified to
the successful bidder and all other bidders. If any objections have been raised against the bid evaluation
report, these will be resolved in the same act that decides on the award. The decision on the objections may

not be appealed again before the CMSAU. An award may be made even if only one bid has been submitted.

15.18. Contract completion:

The contracts will be perfected through the reliable notification of the Purchase Order to the successful

bidder, and/or the signing of the respective Contract, as appropriate.

If the successful bidder rejects the purchase order or does not sign the respective contract when applicable,
within 3 (three) days of being notified, the CMSAU may award the contract to the next bidder in the order of
merit and so on, without prejudice to the application of the penalty of loss of bid maintenance guarantee.

16-19. Expenses to be borne by the successful bidder:
The successful bidder will be responsible for the stamp duty on the Purchase Order and/or contract for the
relevant amount.

47-20. Delivery — Acceptance: a)

The successful bidders shall fulfill the service in the manner, time frame or date, place and other conditions
established in the documents that form part of the contract. Delivery periods shall be calculated in
calendar days from the day following the date of perfection of the contract.

b) The receipt of goods and services will be provisional and the receipts or delivery notes signed by CMSAU

officials will be subject to final receipt.

c) Final acceptance will be granted within three (3) days from the delivery date, unless the purchase order
and/or contract specifies a longer period. d) Final acceptance does not release the successful

bidder from liability for defects arising from original defects or manufacturing flaws discovered during the
use of the delivered items, for a period of one (1) year from the date of final acceptance; unless, due to
the nature of the contract, a longer period is stipulated in the Terms and Conditions or in the bids. In
these cases, the successful bidder is obligated to replace the items within the timeframe and at the
location specified.
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e) In the case of rejected goods, the successful bidder will be notified to remove them within the period
specified in each instance. Once the established term has expired, the goods will become the property of
CMSAU, without any right to claim and without charge. f) Acceptance will be considered given

with the signature of the official of the intervening department, and this implies that the successful bidder has
fulfilled the contract.

19.22. Increases and

Extensions: At the time of the evaluation report, when the award decision is issued, or
during the execution of the purchase order and up to 3 (three) months after its
completion, CMSAU may:

a) Increase or decrease the total awarded amount by up to twenty percent (20%) of its
original value in either case, under the agreed conditions and prices, and with
adjustment of the respective deadlines. The increase or decrease may affect one,
several, or all of the line items of the Purchase Order and/or Contract, provided that the
resulting total does not exceed the aforementioned percentage.

b) In cases where it is essential for the CMSAU, the increase or decrease may exceed
twenty 20% (twenty percent) and must require the consent of the co-contractor. If this
is not accepted, it will not generate any type of responsibility for the awardee nor will it
be subject to any type of penalty or sanction.

In no case may the extensions or reductions exceed 35% (thirty-five percent) of the total
amount of the contract, even with the consent of the co-contractor.

c) When, due to the nature of the service, it is impossible to divide the units to deliver
the exact quantity contracted, deliveries may be accepted in more or less than the
minimum divisible amount. These differences will be increased or decreased from the
corresponding invoice amount, without any further requirement.

d) Extend the contracts, under the originally agreed conditions, for a maximum of

120 (one hundred and twenty) days. The extension must be communicated to the
supplier during the term of the contract.

In no case may the
extension exceed 120 (one hundred and twenty) days.

3-23. Transfer and Assignment of the Contract: The

contract may not be transferred or assigned by the successful bidder without the prior reasoned authorization
of the competent authority. Otherwise, the contract may be automatically terminated. The successful bidder
shall remain jointly and severally liable with the assignee for the obligations arising from the contract.

Such transfer or assignment, if it occurs, must follow the same criteria of publicity and dissemination applied
for the original award.

4.24. Contractual Termination - CMSAU Faculty:

In the event of total or partial breach of contract, CMSAU may choose between demanding performance of
the contract or having it performed by a third party on behalf of the successful bidder. The contractor will
also be liable for any damages caused to CMSAU.

If the contract is terminated due to the fault of the successful bidder, the latter will lose the guarantee, be liable for the
resulting damages and losses and will be subject to the legal consequences provided for in the CMSAU Contracting
Regulations and in the respective contract.

The revocation, modification or replacement of contracts for reasons of opportunity, merit or convenience,
will not generate the right to compensation for lost profits, but only to compensation for the actual damage,
which is duly proven.

CMSAU reserves the right to terminate a contract at any time with prior notice of the action to be taken 30
(thirty) days in advance.

The contract may be terminated by mutual agreement with the supplier when the public interest involved at
the time of contracting has changed and the other contracting party consents. In such cases, neither party
shall be entitled to any compensation, without prejudice to the effects already fulfilled up to the termination
of the contractual relationship.

4:25. Penalties and sanctions: Bidders

or co-contractors may be subject to the penalties and sanctions established in Chapter XIV of the CMSAU
Procurement Regulations , without prejudice to the fines contemplated, where applicable, in the Special
